Multiplier Event and Exhibition

The multiplier event took place the 20th October at Intercultural House in Arezzo. During the morning 

classrooms and teachers came to listen the results of Value Project and see the real exhibition. In the 

afternoon we organize a private session for European educational stakeholder came to understand and 

see the Oxfam work about migrant people.

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CYPRUS: 

In Cyprus, the multiplier and real exhibition took place in October with great success. About 80 

participants visited the exhibition up to this point, and several teachers have visited the exhibition with 

their students. During the multiplier event, participants were informed on language topics and had the 

opportunity to explore the several didactic activities prepared through the project. Afterwards, 

participants navigated through the exhibition and had the opportunity to interact with the different parts, 

as well as to explore the online exhibition from two computer stations that were set up in the area. 

 

 

 

GERMANY: 

The multiplier event in Germany took place on Saturday, October 21, at the same time as the exhibition as 

a combined event taking advantage of the science event called Lange Nacht der Wissenschaften. It is 

Germany's most popular science festival and it takes place in Nuremberg, Fürth and Erlangen and it attracts 

thousands of visitors across the different sites. Hundred of people attended the event and visited the VALUE 

stand requesting information about the project and watching the videos, material and the website of the 

project. The background of people who attended the exhibition covered all short of areas from academia, 

education, public organisations, students, children etc. Images of the area and the people can be seen 

below.  
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POLAND: 

The Multiplier event took place on 17th October at Spoleczna Akademia Nauk, with 40 participants. The 

principal aims of this event was: 

- Show practical results of the VALUE project, which could be useful for teachers in everyday work 

at schools  

- Encouragement teacher training institutions, universities and NGOs to the inclusion project 

materials to their educational training offer  

- Promotion of the multilingualism at Polish schools, which is not common topic     

The period of the real exhibition was from 2 to 20 October at Liceum Akademickie ( High Schools) at the 

Kilinskiego 109 in Lodz. The Polish exhibition was based mainly on 4 foreign languages: English, German and 

Ukrainian and Russian. Because those languages are the most popular among our students. Very interesting 

was presentation done by Ukrainian students about differences between Ukrainian and Russian languages, 

which is almost unrecognizable by the rest of Polish students.
